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The Technology Initiative was designed as an umbrella project to serve as a technology analysis, prioritizing, planning, and communication tool. The CRT position was created to help carry out this fourfold mission. The Technology Committee is to serve as a decision making/clarifying body that undergirds and helps implement the goals developed to meet the Tech Initiative as set forth by the VBCPS system. With this in mind, the Technology Committee at W.T. Cooke Elementary School has established the following mission statement and goals for the 1999-2000 school year.

Mission Statement


The Technology Committee will provide structure, support, and leadership in the shared decision making and problem solving of the planned technological activities and goals for the current school term.

Goals and Objectives

1. To promote, inform, and expand staff and student knowledge, ethical use, and integration of computer technology into teaching and learning.

2. To increase awareness of the school's technology program by developing community/school relationships.

3. To prepare Cooke's students to be competitive in the 21st century business market by providing the skills and knowledge necessary to be successful in the workplace.

4. To encourage collaboration in planning and integration of projects between classroom teachers, library media specialist, and computer resource teacher.

5. To create technology partnerships with area businesses.

6. To continually improve web page development and increase collaboration in those efforts.

7. To become a leader and innovator in elementary technology education and its implementation.
