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What is a Tech Assistant?

A tech assistant is a technology support person for teachers and students. Assistants are trained to help students, teachers, and others use technology more effectively, to act as troubleshooters, and to maintain technology equipment.

The tech assistant teams are made up of pairs of third, fourth, and fifth grade students who were selected through application and letters of interest to be part of this project. They will miss class time in the early mornings and late afternoons on a team rotating basis. Teachers will be notified of the team schedules. Tech assistants must make up any work they miss on their own. Monthly progress reports will be submitted by the tech assistant's teacher(s). These reports will show if the assistant is in good standing academically and working to the best of their abilities.

Tech assistants agree to attend training sessions as scheduled and to be active in the computer club. They also agree to follow all the rules and meet all the responsibilities of the program.

Caregivers must give written permission for their child to participate. They must also provide transportation home from the training sessions.
